
















 

 

➢ July 9 & 30, 2024 – 19 corpsmembers completed Drivers Education Training. 
 
➢ August 12, 21024 - YCSC welcomed students back to school and kicked off the 

2024–2025 academic year. Students took part in a weeklong academic boot camp to 
build excitement for the year ahead.  
 

➢ The YouthBuild AmeriCorps (YB/AMC) 22/23 A total of 35 slots were awarded, with 
31 being reduced to half time, two (2) at half time, and all slots were filled except for 
two (2) full-time slots which could not be filled. Enrollment closed on August 15, 2023. 
As of August 13, 2024, 16 participants have completed their required hours and 
earned an award, nine (9) did not complete, left the program, and  six (6) are actively 
working towards completing their hours. 

 
➢ The YB AMC 23/24 program is currently in its second year of a three-year grant. A 

total of 44 slots were awarded, with 42 being reduced half-time slots, tow (2) half-
time slots, and two (2) full-time slots. All slots have been filled. Staff is actively working 
with students to complete the enrollment process, which includes conducting criminal 
history checks, filling out enrollment documents, and setting up an account in My 
AmeriCorps. Enrollment closed on August 14, 2024. 

 
➢ Currently, a total of 32 corpsmembers have been enrolled in the YouthBuild/DOL 

construction training project, 11 have exited the program, and 21 are currently active. 
 
➢ LCC continues to offer Career Prep workshops. The workshops are presented in-

house, through LCC staff and partners. Topics include Job Search, Interview Skills, 
Resume Writing and Mock Interviews.
